Celebrating the Jewish-Catholic Dialogue

Along with Rabbi Ilana and the Beth Haverim 
community in Mahwah, we welcome Rabbi Skorka and 
his beloved wife, Silvia - beloved friends of the late Pope 
Francis and cherished friends of Fr. Anthony. Some of 
the interfaith couples from our parish will be included 
in the panel discussion on Thursday evening, June 18. 
More info on Rabbi Skorka & his peacemaking work 
with Pope Francis is on the parish website. 

The LED technology (on the wall behind where Fr. Anthony is standing in the 
picture) will be used mainly to teach and preach the Gospel of Jesus Christ, to 
communicate with a fluency of imagery and sound that is most apropos to our 
contemporary times.

Twenty-six years ago, Fr. Anthony was invited to participate in a program 
hosted by the Cardinal Suenens Program in Theology & Church at John Carroll 
University in Cleveland. Below are excerpts from brief essay he wrote to express his interest in participating in 
“A Colloquium on the Historical Jesus in Jerusalem & Galilee in the Holy Land.” As the essay reveals, learning 
about the historical Jesus is central to understanding the Christ of faith and the seeds of Fr. Anthony’s interest 
in using comprehensible ways of doing so were planted a long time ago! Our new technology is another 
vehicle for learning about the historical Jesus and will help us better realize our mission to teach and preach 
the Gospel.  
 

St. Jerome said it well; "Ignorance  of the Bible is 
ignorance of Christ. " I take this statement further and 
say, "Ignorance  of the historical Jesus is ignorance of 
the Christ of faith." Thus, learning about the historical 
Jesus is one way for me to deepen my faith in Christ. 
As scholars expand our knowledge of the historical 
Jesus, a bridge needs to be built to the community of 
faith.  This third quest for the Historical Jesus needs to 
be translated to the average Christian or interested 
believer.  Discoveries about the historical Jesus are not 
to remain lodged only in the domain of theological 

scholarship; new insights must find their way into 
mainstream thought about Jesus of Nazareth. My 
interest lies here; that is, bringing the "cutting edge" 
of Jesus studies to catechetics and preaching. 
Jacques Dupuis spoke a line in his course Christology 
and Trinity at the Gregorian University that remains 
with me, "Help the people fall in love with the human 
Jesus, then they will find the divine." My interest in the 
historical Jesus is motivated to know all I can about the 
historical Jesus, since it is a matter not of knowledge but 
of love.
