Children who have been baptized AND have already 
completed one year of religious education or family 
faith (here or elsewhere) or are in Catholic school, are 
eligible for the program (most will be entering 2nd 
grade in September).

YEAR 1 CONFIRMATION Preparation 
is a 2-year process which usually begins in 9th grade, 
PROVIDED, HOWEVER, that the student has 
completed faith formation/religious education 
covering grades 1-8 inclusive (here or elsewhere.

YEAR 2 CONFIRMATION Preparation 
Orientation - Students eligible to begin YEAR 2 of 
Confirmation preparation were required to come to 
one of the orientation meetings with at least one 
parent. Registration for YEAR 2 of Confirmation 
preparation is NOT available online.
